
Theme Park Self-Admission
Complimentary Self-Admission (without Guests) into the Disneyland® Resort and  

Walt Disney World® Resort theme parks is offered to eligible active U.S. based Regular Full Time, Regular 
Part Time, and Temporary/Recurring Employees*, as well as Retirees.

To admit yourself into the theme parks, use your 
Company-issued ID.
Instructions:

Go to a Disneyland® Resort Theme Park main 
entrance and present your Company-issued ID 
at any turnstile.
You will receive a one-day readmission ticket, 
for your use that day only for park entry and at 
Disney’s FastPass locations.
To re-enter or to visit multiple parks on the 
same day: When leaving the park you initially 
entered, obtain a handstamp at the exit turnstiles. 
Then, present your readmission ticket along 
with your Company-issued ID at a theme park 
main entrance turnstile. Your handstamp will be 
checked.

Use your Main Entrance Pass or Self-Admission Pass and bring your 
Company-issued ID. If using your Main Entrance Pass, your self-admission will 
not count towards your Main Entrance Pass annual usage.

NEW: Employees/Retirees using a Main Entrance Pass or a Self -Admission 
Pass, must obtain a reservation for theme park entry in advance. You will need 
a My Disney Experience account, as this is where your Walt Disney World® 
Resort plans are stored and managed. Here are a few important details for using 
Disney Park Pass System:

Instructions:

Make a Theme Park Reservation on MyDisneyExperience.com. Next, go 
to the Walt Disney World Resort Theme Park on your selected 
reservation date and proceed to the main entrance touch point.
Go to any  Walt Disney World® Resort Theme Park main entrance touch 
point, and touch your Main Entrance Pass or Self-Admission Pass to the 
touch point. 
To re-enter the park on the same day: Touch your Main Entrance Pass 
or Self-Admission Pass to any main entrance touch point.

You will need to link your complimentary admission media to your My
Disney Experience account.

If you have a Disney Resort hotel reservation, be sure to link it to your My
Disney Experience account beforehand, as well.
